EUKALUPTI PUIDUST AIAMOOBLI HOOLDUSJUHEND Garden
Palun lugege jargnev informatsioon hoolikalt lIabi. Neid juhiseid jargides

sailib ro6m uuest aiamooblist pikkadeks aastateks.
Garden4You eukaliiptist valmistatud aiamoobel: eukallipt on troopiline puiduliik. Puit on
aarmiselt tugev ja tihe (650-925 kg/m?3). Eukallpti puitu iseloomustab vaga suur loodusliku oli
sisaldus, mis tagab puidu vastupidavuse erinevates keskkonna tingimustes. Ulemaéarane 8likogus
aurutatakse moobli komponentidest vélja enne ahjus kuivatamist. Et saavutada optimaalset vastupidavust on soovitav mooblit
siiski tdiendavalt dlitada

- kevadel, kuitoote mdaébli valja.

- kesksuvel, kui paike on kdige tugevam.

- siigisel, kui panete mdobli talveks hoiule.
Olitatud pind muutub siidiselt pehmeks ja omandab kauni kuma. Enne 8li pealekandmist modblile tuleb kogunenud mustus
eemaldada kdva kuldrimisharja ja sooja seebiveega. Puhastamiseks ei tohi kasutada terasest nuustikut vdi harja, kuna
pisikesed metalli osakesed vbivad takerduda puidu kiududesse ja vee ning dhuniiskuse mojul tekitada méaébli pinnale rooste
plekke. Kui mdébli pind on siiski kahjustunud véi karedaks muutunud, tuleb médbel lasta taielikult kuivada ja seejarel kergelt
lihvida jalgides puidu sui suunda. Kanna 6li vabalt mdébli pinnale, kasutades pintslit véi lappi, péora erilist tdhelepanu
Uihenduskohtadele, varjatud pindadele ja pragudele. Oli (lejadk tuleb eemaldada puhta lapiga. Enne kasutamist veendu, et
puit on korralikult kuivanud. Olised lapid véivad olla tuleohtlikud. Parast kasutamist tuleb need veega immutada ja turvaliselt
havitada.
Kui mooblit ei kasutata on soovitav see katta vastavate aiamddbli katetega, et tagada puidu varvi pikaajaline sailimine.
Jattes katmata moobli ilmastiku katte, muutub see varvuselt hallikaks. Tumedad laigud voivad tekkida modblile siis, kui see on
asetatud varjulisse kohta (puude varju).
Koéik puiduliigid, mida kasutatakse aiamdobli valmistamisel, muutuvad vananedes varvuselt hallikaks ning pideva 6hu niiskuse
ja temperatuuri muutumise tagajarjel vdivad tekkida vaikesed praod ja 16hed. Selliste I6hede ja pragude teke ei naita puidu
kvaliteeti, kuna neil puudub méju puidu vastupidavusele. Seetbttu ei saa neid kasitleda tootel iimnenud defektidena. Hallikaks
muutunud modbli looduslik varvus on vdimalik taastada mddblit kergelt liivapaberiga (120-240) lihvides. Parast lihvimist ja
poleerimist tdddelda pind 6liga.
Moobli hoiustamiseks sobib kdige paremini kiitteta, hea ventilatsiooniga ruum. Kéetud ruumis hoiustamine voib pohjustada
moobli liigset kuivamist ja pragude tekkimist voi suurenemist.

CARE INSTRUCTION FOR GARDEN FURNITURE MADE OF EUCALYPTUS

HARDWOOD

Please read this information carefully, it will help you to maintain your furniture.
This piece of garden furniture is made of Eucalyptus hardwood.
Eucalyptus is heavy (650-925 kg/m?), very strong and durable, pale brown to yellowish or reddish brown.
This timber has a very high natural oil content which helps to protect it from the elements of weather. The excess volume of oil
was removed from this wood by boiling the components first before kiln drying took place. However, to obtain the optimum
durability of your new piece of furniture, it is recommended to use furniture oil

- in the spring, when you bring furniture outside.

- in midsummer, when the sun is strongest.

- in the autumn, when you store your furniture for the winter.
Specially formulated oil gives your furniture the best possible protection against sun, as well as giving the surfaces the most
beautiful glow and a silky smooth touch.
Before applying the wood preservative, accumulated dirt should be removed by scrubbing with a stiff brush and soapy warm
water. Do not use steel wool for the cleaning, as it will create black spots (rust) on the wood when the small particles get stuck
in the fibers of the wood and then react with the water from rain and humidity in the air. When the furniture is completely dry
any rough areas should be lightly sanded. Apply the wood preservative liberally using a brush or cloth giving particular attention
to the end grain, hidden surface areas and any joints or crevices. Excess should be wiped off with a clean cloth. Ensure that the
wood preservative is fully dry before using the furniture. Soiled application cloths may present a fire hazard. Immediately after
use saturate all application cloths with water and dispose of safely outside the home.
To help preserve the color, cover the furniture with a garden furniture cover when not in use.
If left exposed to the weather your furniture will turn a silver grayish color, the exact color will depend on the environment; for
example, dark spots may occur if the furniture is placed in a shady location under a tree.
All wood species used for garden furniture will turn gray, when aging. Small splits and cracks may appear in the surface due to
the constant change in temperature and humidity. These small cracks and splits do not relate to the quality of the wood, as they
have no influence on the durability and are therefore not to be seen as mistakes or flaws. If the natural color is desired again,
when furniture has turned gray, a simple treatment by buffing with sandpaper (grain 120-140) followed by the application of oil
can be used.
The best is to store your furniture in unheated, but ventilated room, to prevent over drying and excessive cracking do not store
in a heated place.
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
